[How to confirm the UBM6 Firmware version]
Confirm the firmware version by either of the following procedures:
< System Utilities >
1) Startup System Ultilities by pressing the F9 key during POST.
2) Select System Information.
3) Select the Firmware Information.
4) Confirm the firmware version of UBM6.
The firmware name for the UBM6 is displayed as
Example : “UBM6 Universal Backplane Manager 1 Firmware”.

< iLO web interface >
1) Connect to the target Server via iLO web interface and log in.

2) Select [Firmware & OS Software] -> [Installed Firmware].

3) Confirm the [Firmware Name] and [Firmware Version] of UBM6.
The [Firmware Name] for the UBMS6 is displayed as
Example : “8 SFF 24G x1 NVMe/SAS UBM6 BC BP”.
